1. Make sure that the electric service supply voltage is AC
120V, 60Hz.

3. Always disconnect the power source before working on or
near the ventilating fan, motor or junction box.

4. Protect the power cord from sharp edges, oil, grease, hot
surfaces, chemicals or other objects.

Do not kink the power cord.
Do not install the unit where ducts are configured. (Fig. A)

Provide suction parts with proper ventilation.

connected to a GFCI (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) —
protected branch circuit.

8. Do not use this unit with any other solid-state control
device. Solid-state controls may cause harmonic
distortion, which can cause a motor humming noise.

9. NEVER place a switch where it can be reached from a
tub or shower.

10. Not to be installed in a ceiling thermally insulated to a
value greater than R50. (This is required for installation
in Canada only).

Hanger Bar

1. Sliding hanger bars are available to allow for
positioning of the housing anywhere between
joists up to a span of 24”.

2. Insert the hanger bars into the channels on the
housing. Make sure the tabs face up as shown.
(Fig. E).

3. Extend the hanger bars to fit the width of the
joists. Hold the fan in place by wrapping the
hanger bar tabs around the bottom of the joist.
Make sure the fan body is level and perpendicular
to the joist. (Fig. F).

Bottom of Joist
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4. Ensure that the distance between the ceiling and
fan body is appropriate for mounting the grille.

5. Secure the suspension brackets to the joists with
nails or by using the tapping screws (24x25mm)
through holes near nails.

6. Secure the suspension bracket to the fan body
using the screws (#8-32x1/4").

7. Follow steps 2 to 6 of the installation instructions to
complete the installation work.

Install the housing (ll)-using mounting tabs

1. Slotted tabs are provided to locate housing flush
with 1/2” ceiling material. Bend tabs outwards 90°
(Use a screw driver if desired) and position housing
so that tabs rest against bottom edge of the joists
(or front of the stud). Nail the housing to the joist
or stud using four screws to ensure a solid, quiet
installation. (Fig. G & H).

Install the housing (lll)-existing ceiling installation

1. Position the housing so that it is centered in the
existing ceiling opening; make sure the housing is
flush with the finished ceiling. Nail the housing in
place and then drive the nails (not provided) through
the housing where indicated by arrows. (Fig. I).

(150LEDNL Only). (Fig. K).

2. With the power on, check for abnormal vibrations or
sounds.

3. Insert the mounting springs into the slots and mount
the grille to the fan body. (Fig. L).

For 150LNL

1. Secure grille screw (M4x30mm) into the grille
bracket. (Fig. M).

2. Insert the grille bracket into the housing can and
secure it by screw (#8-32x1/4”). (Fig. N).

3. With power on, check for abnormal vibrations or
sounds.

4. Plug the connectors into the receptacles and
secure the grille on the fan body by screw
(M4x30mm) and nut (M4). (Fig. O).

5. Install light bulbs and attach the cover. (Fig. P).

CLEANING

1. To remove grille, unplug the LED light connector
(150LEDNL only), squeeze springs and pull down.
Wash and clean grille with non-abrasive kitchen
detergent. Then wipe dry with a new cloth.

Caution: Do not let water into the LED light engine.

2. For 150LNL only, open lens cover and remove the
lamps carefully. Disassemble the machine screw on
the grille bracket and unplug the light connectors.
Wash and clean grille with non-abrasive kitchen
detergent. Then wipe dry with a new cloth.

Caution: Do not let water into the lamp base.

3. Remove dust and dirt from the fan body with a
vacuum cleaner.

4. Using a cloth dampened with non-abrasive kitchen
detergent, remove dust and dirt from the fan body.
Then wipe dry with new cloth.

5. Replace the grille back onto the fan body. Plug the
light and fan power into the junction box of housing.
