PG-13: Parents Strongly Cautioned - This
programming contains material that parents
may find unsuitable for children under the age
of I3.

MOVIE RATINGS Continued

R: Restricted - This is programming is specifi-
cally designed for adults. Anyone under the age
of 17 should only view this programming with
an accompanying parent or adult guardian.
NC-17: No one under the age of 17 will
be admitted. - This type of programming
should be viewed by adults only.

X:Adults Only - This type of programming
contains one or more of the following: very
graphic violence, very graphic and explicit or
indecent sexual acts, very coarse and intensely
suggestive language.

TV RATINGS

TV-Y -- Designed for a very young audience,
including children ages 2-6.

TV-Y7 -- It may be appropriate for children
age 7 and above who have acquired the devel-
opment skills needed to distinguish between
make-believe and reality.

TV-G -- Suitable for most audiences, this type
of programming contains little or no violence,
no strong language, and little or no sexual dia-
logue or situations.

TV-PG --This program contains material that
parents may find unsuitable for younger chil-
dren.

intensely suggestive dialogue (D).

TV-MA -- This program is specifically designed
to be viewed by adults and therefore may be
unsuitable for children under 17.This type of
programming contains one or more of the fol-
lowing: graphic violence (V), explicit sexual situ-
ations (S), or crude indecent language (L).

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WARNING Concerning Stationary
Images on the TV Screen:

Do not leave stationary or letterbox
images on screen for extended peri-
ods of time. This can cause uneven
picture-tube aging.

Normal use of the TV should involve the

showing of pictures that contain constantly

moving and changing images that fill the
screen. Be careful not to leave nonmoving

images on screen for extended periods of

time, or to display the same images on

screen too frequently, because subtle ghost

images can be left on the picture tubes.

* Video-game images and score-
boards

+ Television station logos—present a
problem if they are bright and station-
ary; moving or low-contrast graphics
are less likely to cause uneven aging of
the picture tube

* Stock-market tickers—presented at
the bottom of the TV screen

* Shopping channel logos and pric-
ing displays—bright and shown con-
stantly or repeatedly in the same loca-
tion on the TV screen.

CARE AND CLEANING

PLACEMENT OF THE TV

To avoid cabinet warping, cabinet color
changes, and increased chance of set
failure, do not place the TV where tem-
peratures can become excessively hot;
for example, in direct sunlight or near a
heating appliance.

Be sure to allow a free flow of air to

and from the perforated back cover of
the set.

CLEANING

To avoid possible shock hazard, be sure
the TV is unplugged from the electrical
outlet before cleaning.

Regularly dust the TV with a dry, non-
scratching duster to keep the TV clean.

When cleaning the TV, take care not to
scratch or damage the screen surface.
Avoid wearing jewelry or using anything
abrasive. Do not use household clean-
ers.Wipe the front screen with a clean
cloth dampened with water. Use even,
easy, vertical strokes when cleaning.

Gently wipe the cabinet surfaces with a
clean cloth or sponge dampened in a
solution of cool, clear water and a mild
soap or detergent. Use a clean, dry
cloth to dry the wiped surfaces.
Occasionally vacuum the ventilation
holes or slots in the back cover of the
set.

Never use thinners, insecticide sprays,
or other chemicals on or near the cabi-
net, as they might cause permanent
marring of the cabinet finish.
