« If a power failure occurs, unplug the AC power cord for 1 minute to allow the unit to reset itself.

Check if the Power is On.
Check whether all the cables are connected to the correct Output jack of your device.

No sound or distorted sound.

* Make sure that the selected =2) Source is connected to the working Input jack.
¢ Make sure that the sound is not muted.

¢ Make sure that SRS functions and Auto volume settings of your TV are Turned Off when you
connect to your TV or MP3 player through supplied 3.5mm MP3/Headphone cable.

No reaction to the remote .
control.

Make sure the AC power cord is plugged in.

Check the batteries in the remote control to ensure they are good.
¢ Reduce the distance to the unit.

Re-insert the batteries with their polarities (+/-) as indicated.

Control buttons do not work. * Press only one button at a time. Do NOT press more than one button at the same time.
