1.	Carefully position the heater upside down on a carpeted area.
2.	Use the screws provided to fix the feet with wheels to the body at either end of the heater 

using a screwdriver.
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Care and Cleaning

Ensure that the heater is switched off and 
disconnected from the power outlet before 
cleaning.

Carefully wipe the exterior of the heater with 
a soft damp cloth and dry thoroughly with a 
dry cloth.

Over time, dust may accumulate on the front 
grille. This can be removed by wiping with a 
damp cloth, or by carefully going across the 
grille with a vacuum cleaner or hand held 
vacuum.

Do not use harsh or abrasive cleaners to 
clean your heater, as these will damage the 
surface.

When not in use store the heater in a cool 
dry place.

Troubleshooting Guide
