Multi Line Connections (PABXS)

Most offices use a central telephone system. While it is often relatively simple to connect
the machine to a key system or a PABX (private automatic branch exchange), we suggest
that you contact the company which installed your telephone system and ask them to connect
the fax machine for you.

It is advisable to have a separate line for the fax machine. You can then leave the machine
in FAX mode to receive faxes at any time of the day or night.

If the fax machine is to be connected to a multi-line system, ask your installer to connect the
unit to the last line on the system. This will prevent the unit from being activated each time
a telephone call is received.

Connecting to a Private Automatic Branch Exchange

The following points should be kept in mind if you are installing the machine to work as an

extension to a private automatic branch exchange (PABX).

1) It is not guaranteed that the unit will operate correctly under all circumstances with
PABXs. Any cases of difficulty should be reported first to the company that handles
your PABX.

2) If allincoming calls will be answered by a switchboard operator, it is recommended that
the Answer Mode be set to be MANUAL; see chap. 7. Allincoming calls should initially
be regarded as telephone calls.

3) The unit may be used with either pulse or tone dialling telephone lines.

Ringer Equivalence Number (REN) (For U.K. only)

This equipment has a REN value of 1. A BT line has a “bell ringing” capacity, or REN, of

4. This means that adding downstream-connected extension telephones and/or extension
bells to a total REN of greater than 4 may cause a reduction in the bell volume. In extreme
cases, it may cause the auto-answer facility of the machine to fail.

Therefore, up to three additional extension telephones (each assuming a REN of 1), may be
connected downstream of your machine. For an explanation of “downstream connection,
read “Using extension telephones” which follows.

Unless otherwise marked, a telephone provided by BT may be assumed to have a REN value
of 1.

Using extension telephones

It may be that your premises are already wired with parallel extension telephones, or
you intend to add extension telephones to your line, in addition to your machine. While
the simplest arrangement is straightforward parallel connection, there are some reasons
as to why this arrangement will cause unsatisfactory service, the most obvious of which
is inadvertent interruption of a facsimile transmission by someone picking up an extension
telephone in order to make an outgoing call. Additionally, remote activation may not
operate reliably in such a simple configuration.

This machine may also be set to make a delayed transmission (i.e. a transmission at a
pre-settime). This pre-set job may coincide with someone picking up an extension handset.
Such problems can easily be eliminated however, if you arrange modification of your
extension wiring circuit, such that extension devices are connected “downstream” of
your machine, in a master/slave configuration. In such a configuration, this machine
can always detect whether a telephone is in use, thus it will not attempt to seize the line
during that time. This is known as “telephone off-hook detection.”

The inadvisable configuration is shown in figure 1 below, and the recommended master/
slave configuration is shown in figure 2.

This new connection configuration can be arranged by your contacting BT, Kingston
upon Hull Telecommunications, your PABX maintainer or a qualified telephone
installation company as appropriate. Simply explained, the extension telephone circuit
should be terminated on a normal modular plug (BT 431A style), which in turn should
be inserted into the modular socket of the white “T"-shaped connector provided as part
of the line cord assembly.

There are some settings, such as the date and time, you should enter into your fax machine
before you begin using it. Once entered, these settings will remain in the machine until you
change them. You can begin customising the settings by predsing on the control

panel. This activates the function mode and On - Screen Programming prompts. You can
complete a variety of settings in this mode.

Setting the Dialling Mode (Tone/Pulse)

Your fax machine supports both tone (or multi-frequency or DTMF) and pulse (or loop/
disconnect) dialling. It is initially set to TONE, so you do not need to change the setting if
you are connected to that kind of line. If you are using a pulse dial line, you can change the
setting to PULSE by following the steps below:

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Setting the Station ID

As well as setting the local date and time, YlUST also correctly set your station ID for
identification purposes. Station IDs, if correctly set, can enhance the confidence of fax
users in ensuring that fax messages are sent and received to and from the intended parties.
Your fax machine can store your name, fax number and telephone number. Your machine
transmits this information as part of the electronic Cover Page and of every fax page you
send, both by normal and by polled transmission. The fax number part of your station ID
will also appear on the display of most receiving fax machines during fax communication.

It is important that you enter the fax and telephone numbers in the internationally standardised
format, i.e. in accordance with the following strict sequence:

- The “+” (plus) character (to enter the “+”, press’‘once)

- Your Country Code (e.g. “44” for the United Kingdom, “41” for Switzerland)

- Your local area code minus any leading “0” (“9” in Spain)

- Aspace

- Your number on the local exchange, using spaces to aid readability as appropriate.

As an example, your fax machine is installed in the United Kingdom, is to be used for both
fax and voice calls, and your national telephone number is 0555 5444, then you must set the
fax and telephone number parts of your station ID as:

+44 555 5444

Finally, please remember to change the number part of your station ID if you move the
machine to another location with a different number.

information for up to 15 hours after power has been cut off. After that time, the date and
time will be lost and you will have to re-enter the information. All other settings in the SET

The size of the documents you want to send by fax should not be larger (or smaller) than
your fax machine can accommodate. The documents should each be between 148 and 216
mm (5.8 and 8.5 inches) wide and between 150 and 600 mm (5.9 and 23.6 inches) long.
There is generally a gap of 4 mm adjacent to each vertical and horizontal edge of the original
page to be transmitted, where no image can be scanned. Please therefore ensure that no
image data are present within these 4 mm “dead zones”.

The maximum width of the scanned area is 208 mm (8.2 inches).

To send a fax, first insert the document you wish to send, face down, infﬂﬂ_
the document feeder. The top edge of the document should go in first,

For multiple sheets: 0.07 to 0.10 mm (2.8 ¥ 1®3.9 x 16 inches).

Weight: For one sheet: 52 to 85 g/(@.07 x 1& to 0.121 x 18 Ibs/incl?).
For multiple sheets: 52 to 80 g71(®.07 x 1 to 0.114 x 18 Ibs/inch).

Before inserting documents into the document feeder, fan the sheets of paper to make sure
the documents are not stuck together. Then tap the leading edge on a table so that all the
pages are even when placed in the feeder. Make sure you always put the documents in face
down.

Please note that some faxes cannot be received automatically in F/T mode, because some
fax machines do not send the standard Group 3 calling tone (“CNG”).

IMPORTANT! This machine does not re-generate ringing conditions to any extension
telephones. Any such extension telephones will only ring during the time set on the ring
delay period. After the period has expired, only the fax machine will ring. The fax machine
will ring depending on the F/T ring time you have selected.

Printing a Reduced Size Copy of the Incoming Document

B) REMOTE ACTIVATION

What is Remote Activation?

You can remotely activate your machine to go to fax receiving mode from an external
phone (a phone connected downstream of your fax machine), provided the phone has touch-
tone dialling capability.

Connecting an External or Extension Telephone to the Unit

You may connect an external telephone to your fax machine, as shown below. An extension
phone is a telephone that is plugged into a separate wall jack on the same line.

If you answer a fax call on an external or extension phone, you can make your
machine take over by using the Activation Code. When you press the Activation
Codex 5 1, the machine starts to receive a fax.

If the machine answers a voice call and double-rings for you to take over, use the
Deactivation Codé 5 1 to take the call at an extension phone. The Deactivation
Code is used only in F/T mode.

If you answer a call, and no one is on the line, assume you're receiving a fax. At the
machine phone, pre§tart, then hang up. At an extension phone, pre5sl, wait

for fax receiving tones (chirps), then hang up. At an external phone »E$sand

wait for the phone to be disconnected (the screen disRBREIVE ) before you

hang up. (Your caller will have to preStart to send the fax.)

If you accidentally pick up an extension phone when a fax message is being
received, you may disrupt the transmission or render some portions unreadable.

Extension telephones are not permitted in some countries, in such a case the
deactivation code will not work.

The Remote Activation Code also can be used by your callers. When you are using
an external TAD, your outgoing message (OGM) should end with the statement “to
send a fax, press 5 1".

For F/T (Fax/Tel) Mode Only

When the machine is in F/T mode, it will use the F/T Ring Time (F/T pseudo-
ringing) to alert you to a voice call. If you're at the machine, you can lift the handset
to answer.

If you're at an extension phone, you'll need to lift the handset during the F/T Ring
Time and pres# 5 1 between the F/T pseudo-rings. If no one is on the line, or if
someone wants to send you a fax, send the call back to the machine by pressing
*51.
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Troubleshooting

Sometimes other equipment on your phone line reserves a key that is in the Activation or
Deactivation code. (Some answering machines reservekthey.) If the code you use to
retrieve messages from your answering machine causes the line to be disconnected, try
changing the Remote Codes. Chandd to ### and #51 to 111. The Remote Activation

and Deactivation Codes may not work with some telephone systems or telephone sets.

When You Use TAD Mode

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D) CALLER ID

What is Caller ID? (Caller IDentification)

Caller ID is a telephone service that allows the subscriber to see a display of the caller’s
phone number as the telephone rings. It is a fast way to screen your calls. You can respond
quickly to calls you missed, because Caller IDs are received and stored in your machine’s
memory. In addition to the standard Caller ID features, you can select a Caller ID and have
your machine dial the number for you.

NOTICE

To get the Caller ID Service: apply for the Caller ID service at your local telephone company,
if available.

To PABX Users :
Calling line identification signals are not generally delivered to your Brother fax machine if
it is connected behind a private branch exchange (PBX) system or other call routing device.

Advantages of Caller ID

For Business

All businesses profit from a quicker response to customer calls. Businesses that provide
mail order services, money-lending services or provide confidential information, can protect
themselves from false orders or acceptance of false identification.

At Home
Residential customers can protect themselves from unwanted calls.

How Does the Caller ID Work?
The Caller ID Appears on the Display When Your Telephone Rings

As your telephone rings, the display shows you the caller’s phone number. Once you pick
up the handset, the caller’s ID disappears. You will see up to the first 16 characters of the
number on the display.

Helpful Hints

o If “# UNAVAILABLE” appears on the display, it means that the call came from outside your
caller ID service area. *

o If “# WITHHELD” appears on the display, it means the caller intentionally blocked the
transmission of his/her ID. *

e If no caller ID was transmitted to your fax machine, “PICK UP PHONE" will remain on the
display.

* Depends on network Function.
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The Caller ID is Stored in Your Machine’s Memory

The machine can store a maximum of the last 30 incoming caller IDs in the memory, along
with the time and date of reception. The 31st call will cause the oldest ID to be erased.

The Caller ID information stored in the memory can be used for the following.

» Selecting a Caller ID from the Memory for Call Reply.
You can scroll through the Caller IDs on the display and select one for your machine to
dial.

* Printing the Caller ID List.
You can review calls you received by checking the Caller IDs in memory. This report
will list the Date, Time, Phone Number (Caller ID), and type of call (Comment).

NOTE: Please set up the number of rings to more than 02 in the Ring Delay (see chap. 7)
before you use the Caller ID. If you set up the number of rings to 01, you cannot
receive the Caller ID.

FOR YOUR INFORMATION

What Is Polling?

Polling is the process aktrieving faxes from another fax machine. You may use your
machine to “poll” other machines, or you may ask someone to poll your machine. The
party who polls pays for the cost of the call.

How Does It Work?

First two parties set up their fax machines so that they can accommodate polling. Then one
party leaves documents in the fax machine so that the other party can call up and have the
documents transmitted to them during the same call.

Polling side Polled side

When to Use Polling?

Use polling to control the cost of who pays for sending a fax.

1. Ifyouwant to pay for the cost of the call: Send out faxes to other parties as normal, and
if another party has documents to send you, ask whether you can poll for it.

2. If you wanbthersto pay for the cost of the call: ask them to poll your fax machine for
the document they want, and have them fax any documents that you want.

*  There are some fax machines that will not respond to the polling function.

Helpful Hints

Using Polling Effectively (Examples)

Problem No. 1 You want another party to send you a long fax, but they do not want to pay for the
call.

Solution: Ask them to leave the document in their fax machine so you can poll for it.

Problem No. 2 Sales representatives have difficulty sending in faxes to the head office’s fax
machine because it is busy so much of the time.

Solution: Head office can poll the sales representatives’ fax machines.

Problem No. 3 Because of the time or location, it is cheaper for someone else to call you than it
is for you to make the call.

Solution: Ask the other party to poll for the documents and offer to pay for the call at their
lower rate.

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Recording the TAD Outgoing Message (TAD OGM)

Recording your TAD OGM is the second step in turning on the Message Manager Mode.
After you have set the Message Store, record your TAD OGM (DOC.: ON, VOICE: ON
and DOC.: OFF, VOICE: ON modes).

If callers tell you thek51 code does not work, find out if they waited to hear your fax
machine respond with chirping tones before they presse8tanekey.

What Happens When the Memory Is Full...

If the memory becomes full when you have set your fax machine to Message Manager mode
or Message Manager Plus mode, the machine will change to F/T mode automatically. (LED
lights do not change.) In this mode, the fax machine can accept incoming faxes automatically.
Voice-on-Demand is still available for callers, but they cannot gain access to Personal
Mailboxes. Then, if your fax machine should run out of paper, the answer mode will shift
automatically to manual mode. In manual mode the call is not answered, so your caller will
know to try again later.

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G) REMOTE RETRIEVAL

What Is Remote Control Access?

When you leave your home or office, you can turn on your Message Manager to receive
voice and/or fax messages. But if you would like to deactivate the Message Manager or
activate certain Message Manager features you can control and program your fax by remote
control.

Memo Manager

This function can help you manage your work schedule. With this function, you can record
your schedule of events for the following week on your fax machine and have your fax
machine alert you at scheduled times. The fax machine will play a recorded voice message
(which you store) to remind you of your appointment or schedule. For each appointment
reminder, you record a voice message and key in the date and time you wish the message to
be played. When the set time comes you will hear the message played back on the fax
machine. It's a great tool for keeping important appointments.

Setting the Memo Manager

You can start setting your Memo Manager by pressegu andRecord. You need to

enter 3 pieces of information for setting the Memo Manager : 1) day, 2) time, and 3) voice
message. To record a voice message, speak into the microphone. You can set up to one
week’s worth of Memo Manager messages.

This fax machine has up to 50 Voice-on-Demand memory boxes. You can use the memory

boxes to provide callers with more information automatically and effectively, without
answering the call yourself.

MESSAGE MANAGER PLUS SETTINGS (Only for FAX 1030 Plus)

NOTICE

Your Message Manager Plus and Standard Message Manager combined have a total capacity
of 30 minutes of voice messages or up to 50 pages of fax messages. The memory is a flexible
dynamic memory, so when you use a combination of Voice-on-Demand and Personal Mailbox,
the memory will be used on a first come, first served basis. Although the Voice-on-Demand
function allows you to enter message numbers from 01 to 50, you are still limited by the 30
minutes or up to 50 page total capacity. The flexibility of numbers will let you categorise
your messages with a numbering system. For example: 01:"directions to your office", 10 -
19: "product information”, 20 -24: "price lists", 30 - 33: "sale events", etc..

FOR YOUR INFORMATION

Application examples of Voice-on-Demand feature

For smaller-scale business stores or offices:
Using the Voice-on-Demand, you can store

e your new product hews in memory box 01,

e your price information in memory box 02,

¢ your shipment schedule in memory box 03, and

¢ the lineup of all your product family in memory box 04.
To set up Voice-on-Demand, verbally record the Guidance OGM 1 and Guidance OGM 2
and turn on the Message Manager Plus.
When customers call you, the recorded Guidance OGM 1 and 2 will allow them access to
the memory boxes containing the information they want. The customers can extract
information as a voice message, even if no one is present in your office. It means that the
fax machine automatically answers your customers’ calls.

What the Personal Mailbox Does

The personal mailbox feature allows callers to enter a confidential fax or voice message
into the selected one out of five personal mailboxes (compartments).

Each of those personal mailboxes can be accessed only with a pre-determined password, so
that even if the fax machine is used by more than one person, this feature helps protect the
privacy of the users.

You must use the password to extract a confidential fax or voice message from your mailbox
when you call from a remote fax machine.

FOR YOUR INFORMATION

Application Examples of Personal Mailbox

For smaller-scale business stores or offices:

In a business office where sales persons work out of the office, assign personal mailbox 01
to Mr. A, 02 to Mrs. B, 03 to Ms. C, ... Customers with orders or inquiries can gain direct
access to the appropriate person for a quicker response.

For residential users:

At home, assign personal mailbox 01 to Father, 02 to Mother, 03 to Daughter, 04 to Son, ....
That way, all family member’s messages will be organised in a group for each person, for
quick and easy retrieval.

The first is the stacking
method, this will make a number of copies of page one, a number of copies of page two and
so on. These will all be stacked on top of each other. The second method is the sorting or
collating method.

Then makes a second copy of 1, 2, 3, 4 until a total of a
number of copies has been made.

Regular Maintenance

You can keep your fax machine in optimum condition by cleaning it on a regular basis.

Avoid using thinners or other organic solvents to clean the machine and do not use any
water.

Sometimes you may see vertical streaks on your copies.
