Importing CD-Text Data for a Music Label
Before getting started, be sure you have the disc whose CD-Text data
you want to import on hand.

What is CD-Text?

CD-Text is text data on a CD that provides the disc title, artist names,
track names, and other information. You can import such text using
the CD/DVD LABEL PRINTER application and incorporate it into mu-
sic labels. Note that some CDs may not contain CD-Text data.
