Power Supply

This unit should be used with 100-240V 50/60Hz AC wall outlets, only. Complete all system con-
nections first before connecting the power.

BASIC OPERATIONS

Basic Playback

1. Prepare the connections and power supply.
Set the Power Switch to the ON position to turn the player on.

2. Select the video line.
Set your TV to display the video line connection that corresponds to your DVD player (e.g.,
AV1, AV2, S-Video, Component, DVD, etc.) The DVD output will be displayed on the TV
screen when the proper line has been selected.

3. Load adisc.
Press the Open/Close button to open the disc tray. Insert a disc with the label-side up.

There is no power to the device.
. Ensure that the Power Switch on the main unit is physically set to the ON position.

. Ensure that the AC adapter cord is securely connected to the player and the proper wall outlet.
